 The US House voted 411-7 in favor 
of the retroactive pay bill, which had 
been approved a day earlier by the 
Senate on a voice vote.

Seven Republicans in the House 
voted against the retroactive pay: 
Rep. Justin Amash of Michigan, Rep. 
Andy Biggs and Rep. Paul Gosar of 
Arizona, Rep. Glenn Grothman of 
Wisconsin, Rep. Thomas Massie of 
Kentucky, Rep. Chip Roy of Texas, 
and Rep. Ted Yoho of Florida. 

The average salary of a US 
Congressman is $174,000.00 plus 
benefits. They continue to receive 
their pay and benefits.
