TWO ANTI-UNION BILLS PA HB 1174 (Providing for definitions; and, in scope of bargaining, further providing for 
maintenance of membership and prohibiting collective bargaining agreements from requiring certain deductions) and PA SB 

166 (An Act providing for protection of paychecks of certain workers and for the collection of political contributions PAYCHECK 
Deception) HAVE RE-SURFACED 
 

ATTACHED ARE THE ROLL CALL VOTES ON THESE TWO ANTI-UNION BILLS. YOU WILL SEE THAT ALL MAJORITY 
REPUBLICANS ON THE HOUSE COMMITTEE VOTED IN FAVOR OF THESE RIGHT-TO-WORK BILLS AND THAT THE 
MINORITY DEMOCRATS ON THE HOUSE COMMITTEE VOTED WITH LABOR AND AGAINST THESE BILLS. 
THE TIME TO ACT IS NOW. TAKE A LOOK AT THE FINAL VOTE ON BOTH BILLS (ATTACHED), AND IF YOU’RE
