"Zero. This seems to be how much 
respect President Trump has for federal 
workers," wrote Sen. Ben Cardin, D-
Maryland, in a statement. "It is 
outrageous and hypocritical that after 
spending billions of taxpayer dollars on 
unnecessary tax cuts for the wealthy 
and big corporations -- and as the 
President boasts about the 'great' state 
of the American economy, that suddenly 
the White House finds that there is zero 
money left to pay a minimal cost-of-

living adjustment to the patriotic, 
dedicated public servants." 
 
Sen. Mark Warner, D-Virginia, wrote: 
"Let's be clear: The President's decision 
to cancel any pay increase for federal 
employees is not motivated by a sudden 
onset of fiscal responsibility. Today's 
announcement has nothing to do with 
making government more cost-efficient -
- it's just the latest attack in the Trump 
administration's war on federal 
employees." 
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
